From the history of the USA

1492 – October 12, Columbus discovered America

1607 – the first English colony was founded at Jamestown in             Virginia

1620 – Pilgrim Fathers, a group of persecuted Protestants, founded Plymouth, the second permanent colony. To mark the first harvest in the settlement after a severe winter colonist celebrated Thanksgiving Day, which is now a national holiday in the USA

1775-1783 – the war of Independence

1776 – July 4 – The Declaration of Independence - a new nation was officially born, thus the Fourth of July is the greatest national holiday in the USA. George Washington, who led the American army in the war of Independence, was elected the first president

1861 – 1865 – the Civil War – the reason was that there existed two political and economical systems in the USA – capitalist system in the north and slave system in the south. In the end the slavery was prohibited in 1863.
1941 – December 7, the Japanese air attack on Pearl Harbour – the USA entered the World War II.

2001 – September 11, terrorist attack on the USA
